A review has been undertaken of the types of cases which can expect to be listed in Crown Courts on circuit and, with effect from 11th May 2020, the list of types of cases to be listed will be as follows:

Genuinely urgent cases
Bail applications/hearings

Bench warrants

Custody Time Limit applications

Appeals in which there is a risk that custodial sentence may be served before the appellant is released.

Other cases suitable for hearing

PTPH and other case management hearings e.g. FCMHs  (including attendance by defendants on bail)

Sentence hearings (including Newton hearings where necessary) involving attendance by defendants on bail

Sentence hearings (including Newton hearings where necessary) for defendants in custody 

POCA hearings

Section 28 hearings

As at present, the policies and process for listing cases, and other detailed issues concerned with the administration of remote hearings will be the subject of local practice and guidance from individual Crown Courts. At present it is planned that the operation of this revised list will be reviewed after 6 weeks.
